Father Bates Writes:-

he year has begun with some new things in the air for St. Hilda’s which

will also affect the area. A new room is being developed which we hope
one day will be come a small community centre and conference facility. The
council gave us £2,500 particularly to further activities with children through
this room, and we gave a large proportion of our buildings money to supple-
ment the cost. The room is very handsome but the floor and the electrics
must be finished with voluntary labour, since we have used all available fi-
nances. A small queue of groups is already wanting to use the room. If
things work out, we will be able to develop things as the year goes on. When
we have clear plans we will share them with Crofton Park as we will need the
whole community to support us if we are to develop a usable and modern fa-
cility.

Some will say ‘Good! The church is doing something useful rather than
holding services’ - others might say “Why is the church using its building for
this when it is there for worship?’

What is the core of the church’s purpose? - one way of expressing it is
that ‘She is to be a means of God reconnecting us to his life and to our true
life’. Christians believe that this invitation to Life is in and through Jesus
Christ. Itis a cause of celebration, focusing on God. Worship is the core
thing we do and that is why we have a church to be a temple or focus of
God’s loving presence. We meet there to be joined in bonds of love and
spiritual strength from God. So it is good
that the greater part of St. Hilda’s building Vo
is a Temple for worship — but it does not

Christian Aid Week 12-18 May 2002 — Do you love football?

Football fans will need no reminding that the World Cup finals will
soon be underway in Japan and South Korea. But how much will they be told
about the origin of the sports equipment and souvenirs available during the
summer?

The Delhi based organisation Global March Against Child Labour is
campaigning against the use of merchandise which has been produced using
child labour. FIFA is already committed to using balls that have not been
made in this way, but kits and boots and a host of other items could well have
been made by children as young as six or seven.

Living with unfair rules

A small village in Ghana, two hours drive from Accra, may seem a far
cry from the world of transnational corporations and international trade rules.
Yet as international trade has continued to grow over the last few years, the
people of Agbazo have had their lives turned upside down.

Ama Kale and her husband Samuel have seven children aged between 8
months and 15. They used to farm land which Samuel’s family had rented for
many years. Then one day the owner sold the land to a company exporting
pineapples and papayas to the UK and Germany. The director of this company
didn’t trouble to give the tenant farmers any notice — he simply came and de-
stroyed all their crops. Although this was illegal, the farmers were too poor to
take him to court.

The consequences for the Kale family were devastating. Ama says ‘We
didn’t have enough food to eat. | had to sit by the roadside and beg. | used the
money to buy soap to wash the children and porridge to feed them.” Fortu-
nately for the Kales, Christian Aid’'s partner the Development Action Associa-
tion (DAA) was working in their village. DAA’s main work is supporting
food production, and they provide small loans to help people start making a
living. In particular they help people like Ama who have been thrown off their
land, to find new ways of earning money. DAA provided Ama with training
and a small loan. She used this to buy maize flour to make ‘kenkey’, a fer-
mented dough which is eaten with fish or sauce. She sells her produce in the
village and makes a small profit of around 60 pence a day. When the Kales
first lost their land Samuel had to go to Accra to find work, but now he is back
in the village and works as the local handyman. With his sister Mary he has
bought machines to grind cassava and maize, which they rent out to villagers.

On the face of it there doesn’'t seem to be any connection between these
two stores, yet they are both ways in which Christian Aid aims to help and
support others less fortunate than ourselves.

Our collectors will be out again this year to collect money for this wor-
thy cause. You don't have to be a Christian to support them, neither do they to
receive help.

Please give generously — our collectors are all volunteers.

Brockley Road Community Officer
Some of you may have seen the new Community Officer for Brockley Road. The
officer's name is Gary Wade and he has been working along Brockley Rd since

October 2001. He has been very busy settling into the role and has already had some

quick successes. His main objective is to assist the businesses along Brockley Rd and

he covers the complete stretch of the road from Brockley Cross right through to

Stanstead Rd. He also has community responsibility for the Ewart Rd Estate.

To date he has taken the following action :-

% He has been successful in applying to Lewisham Council for a ‘Shop Safe’ radio
system for the businesses. Selected businesses along the road will have a hand-
held radio which will link up all the shops . Gary himself will carry one of the radios
and will be in immediate contact with the shops should they experience any
trouble. This will hopefully be ‘going live’ at the end of January.

«» During the last round of CCTV bids to the Home Office, Lewisham was successful
in applying for millions of pounds worth of funding for CCTV. For Brockley the
initial bid meant that we would be having CCTV at Brockley BR Station and the
footbridges across the railway line to the Honor Oak Estate. Having re-assessed
and consulted with the Neighbourhood Association on the Honor Oak Estate it has
been decided that the CCTV camera on the bridge in Eddystone Rd will be moved
to the roundabout in Crofton Park. This will mean that the entire shopping area of
Crofton Park will be covered as well as the footbridge. This will make the shopping
area safer to work, shop and travel in. We are also in further negotiations with the
Local Authority to have a CCTV camera placed in the centre of Brockley Rise by
the Chandos Pub........ we are still awaiting a final decision.

% Gary has assisted the businesses by Adelaide Avenue to have security barriers
placed at the rear of the shops. This area was targeted by flytippers and Gary
managed to pursued the Council to clean the area up free of charge as well !

% Gary has been targeting all the abandoned vehicles and illegal selling of cars
along the road and it appears a lot clearer. He has had many vehicles removed by
the Council.

% Gary has conducted a Crime and Anti-Social behaviour audit of all the businesses
to gauge their problems and as such we now have a complete database of all the
businesses at Brockley Police Station.

% Gary has dealt with the aggressive beggars outside Crofton Park and they appear
to have moved on elsewhere.

< Over Christmas, Gary arranged an appointment system for banks and building
societies receiving large cash deliveries so that he could be present at the time of
the deliveries.

< In November and December, Gary managed to get the Crime Prevention van to
Brockley and he manned it himself in various locations along the road offering
crime prevention advice and mobile phone security marking.

+ Gary has written and distributed a 2 editions of a newsletter for the businesses

As you can see he has been a very busy boy ! And he promises more in the future...

Free Mobile Phone Security Marking
In past editions of Impact Inspector Chance has highlighted the need to keep your mobile
phones safe and to have them property marked. The National Press has been very proactive
lately in highlighting that the theft of mobile phones is at epidemic proportions across the
country. Brockley is no exception with nearly 75% of all our street crime involving the theft
of mobile phones. Every Police site on Lewisham Borough is now offering a FREE property
marking scheme for mobile phones. All you have to do is to attend any of the sites and it will
be done. Brockley Police Station in Howson Rd is offering this service between the opening
hours of 10am until 2pm weekdays. So pop down and get the phone marked !!
Multi-Lingual Project

A further development has taken place in the Police and Community Advice Centre at
Brockley Police Station. In December we were joined by the Lewisham Multi Lingual project.
They provide a free advice and assistance service to members of our community who have
difficulty in speaking English. The top 10 non-English speaking languages in the Borough
are supported. This valuable service now ties in with all the other advice agencies at the
Police Station by offering interpreting services.
