Café culture: Moonbow Jakes

Coffee houses have been part of life in Britain (if you'll excuse the anachronism) for
ages. Coffee beans were imported to Europe via Venice in 1615, and the earliest known Lon-
don coffee house dates back to around 1650. At the time, many priests here thought the drink
was a heretical Muslim invention - rather ironic, since Muslim clerics also saw it as a threat to
religious sobriety. However, the enlightened Pope Clement VII agreed with Christian and
Muslim coffee drinkers alike: he baptised the coffee bean for once and for all, saying "This
Satan's drink is so delicious that it would be a pity to let [non-Christians] have exclusive use of
it!"

The rest of the 17th century saw coffee houses cropping up all over the place through-
out Europe but not, it seems, in the Crofton Park area. To this day, although many fine estab-
lishments around here do indeed serve coffee it isn't as their main focus. But despair not, all
those in need of high quality legal stimulation and café company: all that has just changed!
12th June saw the opening of Moonbow Jakes at 325 Brockley Road, a couple of doors down
from the Homeview video shop.

When it comes to cafés, Moonbow Jakes is Your Real Thing. For a start, the folk there
serve Java, as well as the obligatory latte and cappucino. Owner John McKiernan describes
the décor as a hybrid of Spanish, San Francisco and Sydney café style. There are comfortable
couches, upholstered leather chairs and sit-up-at-table seats (yes, and tables). There's mellow
music, and freshly made food: cakes and sandwiches, to be joined in the winter by soups,
toasted sandwiches and jacket potatoes. Oh, and wine and beer - John's "beers to share" con-
cept is supported by the largest bottles of San Miguel and Becks you've ever seen. The staff
are friendly, and include students from Goldsmiths, Lewisham College and elsewhere.

Once Moonbow Jakes is established, it will play host to a mix of local talent including
musicians, artists and speakers; and there'll be a fast Internet connection available for anyone
whose caffeine inspires them to keep in touch. Drop in to the identically named sister café at
275 New Cross Road, which has been open since 1998, to get a feel for how things will pan
out.

It's clear that John takes his responsibility to the area very seriously, so go along to sup-
port him and his staff. It's early days and work on the café is still underway, but when the Im-
pact crew went along at the weekend, it already looked like a great place to relax and socialise.
